2. Beer. Welcome to Beer City USA. Take tours or just get a flight & sample microbrews. Book tours in advance. Wedge, Burial, Wicked Weed, Twin Leaf, Funkatorium, Greenman, Hi Wire, Pisgah, Highland, New Belgium, Sierra Nevada, the list goes on....

3. Yoga/Massage/Spas. Asheville has as many health and wellness opportunities as we do breweries.  Hot Springs Spa, Grove Park Inn, Sensibilities, The Salt Cave, Asheville Yoga Center, One Center Yoga, West Asheville Yoga, Asheville Community Yoga Center. 

4. Art, art, and more art.  River Arts District has over 200 artists working in one square mile. Blue Spiral, New Morning Gallery, Grovewood Gallery for fine arts.. Murals spice up every neighborhood in Asheville. The Craft Fair of the Southern Highlands happens Thurs-Sun July 21-24 downtown at the Civic Center. If you miss it, you will see many of these artists at the Folk Art Center. Biltmore Estate has a Renoir, gardens, and many antiques. Zapow or Grove Arcade Downtown.
5. Shopping.  Whether it is for shoes, antiques, or local boutiques, Asheville can spice up your home or wardrobe. Lexington Ave downtown or Haywood Rd in West Asheville have abundant locally owned boutiques and gift shops. Discount Shoes or Tops will tickle your shoe fetish. Antiques abound in Biltmore Village, but also in the River Arts District and Downtown.
